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Abstract

This study aims to examine the characteristics of socially responsible citizenship among Thai
children and to develop a conceptual model that serves as a framework for promoting citizenship
education. Using a documentary research methodology, the analysis reveals that cultivating socially
responsible citizenship requires careful consideration of economic, familial, and political factors that
shape learners’ opportunities, experiences, and perspectives. Economic factors are linked to
disparities in resources that support social learning, while family influences play a crucial role in
shaping core values related to collective responsibility. Political conditions further determine the
social climate that either encourages or constrains inquiry, critical reflection, and freedom of
expression. These structural factors form essential conditions for the development of nine key
citizenship attributes: discipline, social responsibility, awareness of public issues, civic participation,
willingness to express opinions, intolerance of injustice, volunteer engagement, leadership, and
personal development for the benefit of others. Experiential learning and volunteer-based activities
serve as central mechanisms in fostering these attributes, as they allow learners to engage with real-
world situations, reflect on their roles, and recognize the interconnectedness between individual
issues and broader social structures. Such experiences nurture democratic attitudes, a sense of
collective responsibility, and a refusal to accept injustice. In conclusion, a model that integrates
structural influences with practice-based learning can effectively cultivate a new generation of citizens
who are socially aware and actively committed to the development of a democratic society.
