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Abstract

Article 27(3) of the National Health Act 2007 mandates the Office of the National Health Commission
to conduct surveys, studies, and analyses of various data related to health systems of the nation. To
assist the implementation of the National Health Act 2007, this study was conducted to assess the state
of desirable Thailand health systems using a set of desirable health system indicators and to identify
gaps in health system requirements. This study analyzed secondary data and conducted interviews with
key informants and experts in the field to assess the status of each indicator and identify gaps in meet-
ing the targets. This study focused on the articles of health promotion activities represented by the
incidence of HIV infection, premature mortality from four major noncommunicable diseases. The articles
on disease prevention included road traffic mortality and air pollution-attributable mortality. The articles
on health hazards control included health systems capacity and emergency preparedness according to
the International Health Regulations. The findings demonstrated the relationship between global com-
mitments and the governance of Thailand health systems. The appropriateness of various indicators was
determined by local knowledge as well as the ability to track the performance of local policies. The
study findings suggested the creation of indicators should incorporate the Sustainable Development Goals
both locally and regionally.

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Abstract

This mixed method research aimed to learn lessons leading to policy suggestions from the implementation
of surveillance, prevention and control of Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) pandemic in communities by
village health volunteers (VHVs) in the north-east, Thailand. The lessons were extracted through a 5 steps process;
project preparation or definition, data collection, verification and synthesis of data, storage of data and dissemi-
nation of learning. The sample size consisted of 207 VHVs from 8 provinces of health regions 7, 8, 9, and 10. Data
were collected by 16 focus group discussions (12-13 members in a group) and a questionnaire survey based on
practice guidelines for VHV on surveillance for COVID-19 as defined by the Department of Health Services Support,
Ministry of Public Health. The questionnaire validated by 3 experts and achieved a reliability score of 0.94. The
quantitative data were analyzed by descriptive statistics and qualitative by content analysis. Quantitative analysis,
found 97.6% of VHVs respondents performed searching and screening of high risk groups, 89.4% conducted home
visits to follow-up on sign and symptom, 87.0% prepared themselves for protection, 86.0% created performance
reports and 84.5% consolidated reports of high-risks groups under observation. The VHVs were under the top-down
guidance of the district-level Department of Disease Control’s policies. The qualitative analysis revealed that the
VHVs were an integral part of village-level prevention strategy. The VHVs took steps to ensure self-precaution
while visiting houses similar to disease control officers. The VHV also communicated with villagers regarding risks,
disease knowledge including distributing protective equipment. The VHVs continuously reported to the local health
professionals via LINE groups and other applications. The success of the project was attributable to the local
VHVs and their dedication including their volunteer compassion, in addition, cooperation between networks and
the communities, support, and monitoring. However, limitations were the knowledge, skills, technology including
lack of clear operation guidelines, insufficient protective equipment, levels of cooperation between networks and
citizens. Therefore, policies suggestions were on development of management infrastructure, capacity building of
VHVs potential and knowledge, guideline and operation handbook, management of information technology and
the network integration.

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Abstract

The coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) pandemic has impacted on health and well-being of the
population, particularly vulnerable groups. The purposes of this study were to explore health impact of
COVID-19 regarding public health measure on people with visual impairment in Bangkok, to analyze
factors affecting the impact, and to make recommendations to support visually impaired people in the
situation of COVID-19 outbreak. A cross-sectional survey was conducted. Questionnaires were used to
collected data between June and July, 2021. A combination of purposive and snowball technique was
applied to select 140 visually impaired people to the study. Data were analyzed using descriptive (per-
centage, mean, standard deviation) and inferential statistics (ANOVA, t-test, chi-square). Findings revealed
that the outbreak and public health measures affected visually impaired people’s daily lives, occupation,
and economic and emotional stress. Moreover, they faced difficulty in using public services due to social
change in the new normal era. However, the government’s measures in response to the impact of
COVID-19 on visually impaired group were not inclusive in design. For instance, there was a lack of system
to support the constraints of the visually impaired, and health communication was inappropriate in terms
of format and channel. The government should show empathy and implement comprehensive policies
for visually impaired people with empathy, such as improve access for public services, improve access
to health care services, as well as increase access to COVID-19 vaccine.

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Abstract

The National Strategic Plan on Antimicrobial Resistance 2017-2021, which is Thailand’s first strategic
plan addressing AMR issue, was endorsed by the cabinet in 2016. After halfway through the strategic
plan’s implementation in 2019, a mid-term evaluation was conducted to assess the progression and
develop recommendations for the next step. In this evaluation qualitative approach, including document
review and in-depth interview were conducted during July to October 2019 and September to November
2019, respectively. It is suggested that the strategic plan conformed to the One Health principles and
provided clearer guidance for management of AMR problems. The governance structure from the na-
tional committee, subcommittees, working groups, and coordinating team for each strategy, had a high
contribution to the work progression through strong collaboration between respective organizations. Most
of the activities were operated as planned. However, the evaluation showed lacks of participation efforts
from some government institutes. The important factors that affected the implementation of the nation-
al AMR strategy included budget availability, executives at ministry and organizational level, coordinating
personnel for each strategy, sufficient supporting knowledge, and clear framework for operation. It also
found that despite well-defined monitoring and evaluation mechanisms, ineffective surveillance systems
and databases were identified as crucial limitations. Moreover, many of the activities under the strategic
plan needed to be improved especially those responsible by the organizations relatively new to the AMR
management measures. For these organizations, persistent supports in terms of budget, capacity building,
academic, and executives’ cooperation were recommended.

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Abstract

The Government Procurement and Supplies Management Act B.E. 2560 (2017) was published in the
Royal Thai Government Gazette and has become active with government organizations since August
2017. The act allows the purchase of drugs and medical supplies to consider the price and other
attributes of performance in decision-making. There has been a development of other price performance
by applying multi-criteria decision analysis (MCDA) or price performance-MCDA criteria. The objective of
this study was to assess the practical feasibility, problems and constraints in introducing the price
performance-MCDA criteria in the practical work process. This study was a research and development.
The sample group was eight pilot hospitals. Purposive sampling was performed by selecting the
hospitals under the Ministry of Public Health (Office of the Permanent Secretary and Department of
Medical Services), the Ministry of Defense, and the Ministry of Higher Education, Science, Research and
Innovation. Researchers then organized a meeting to inform the participants about the price
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performance-MCDA criteria. The participants selected three sample drugs from the list of study drug
groups. The results showed that 1 hospital was excluded because non-readiness to apply the criteria,
and 7 hospitals exercised price performance-MCDA to evaluate drugs but not used in the purchasing
process. Some hospitals adjusted the price and performance ratio for scoring and some did not adjust.
Comparing the evaluation results by the price performance-MCDA criteria to current hospital criteria in
4 hospitals, 66.7% showed consistent results (2 out of 3 items). Furthermore, the comparison between
price performance-MCDA criteria and current hospital criteria found that most of the similar issues were
as follows: quality of manufacturing and quality of products. However, there were different concerned
criteria such as experiences in using the drugs and drug availability on the list in a teaching hospital; drug
specification including packaging and labelling for reducing medication errors; research data in supporting
quality and efficacy of drugs; and the ethical training on drug promotion. The results found that most
pharmacists who participated in the present research using price performance-MCDA were satisfied with
these criteria, particularly in terms of driving the improvement of drug quality. Problems and constraints
encountered in this study included understanding the details of each criterion. In summary, the results
indicated the possibility of applying the price performance-MCDA criteria, but the criteria may need to

be adjusted when implemented.

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Abstract

This study aimed to review the school food and nutrition (SFN) policy recommendations from international
organizations and the SFN policy and practice in Thailand. Policy documents were collected from the Office of
the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR), the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO), World
Health Organization (WHO), United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), and related organizations in Thailand such
as ministries of education, public health, agriculture and cooperatives, and Thai Health Promotion Foundation.
Documents were analyzed based on the SFN framework, consisting of four key components; 1) healthy food
environment and school food, 2) food and nutrition education, 3) inclusive procurement and value chain, 4)
enabling policy, legal and institutional environment. Forty-two policy recommendations have been suggested,
such as the development of a national strategy for food and nutrition in school, control of unhealthy food mar-
keting, supporting use of local food produce for school meals, encouraging community engagement, promoting
food and nutrition role models among teachers, and management of conflict of interest among involved stake-
holders. Thailand has followed 34 out of 42 recommendations, such as, free school lunch, child nutritional
standard, Thai School Lunch program for sustainable provision of school food, and other food and nutritional
promotion programs in school. However, future SFN policies should be developed on the food/nutritional liter-
acy among school children, teachers, and parents, conflict of interest management among involved stakeholders,
and the health promotion in particular food and nutrition for all personnel in schools. Furthermore, existing SFN
policies need to be strengthened, for instance, the inclusive school lunch, law and regulation to control unhealthy
food marketing in school, and SFN policy monitoring and evaluation. The present study of international recom-
mendations should be further used to guide the future SFN policy and practice in Thailand.

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Abstract

This analytical observational study aimed to investigate relationships between factors and contri-
bution payments for the sickness benefit among insured workers under the Social Security Act’s Article
40 who had been registered for 3-5 months on December 31, 2019. The data used for the analysis came
from 53,556 insured workers who registered with Article 40 between August — September 2019.

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Abstract

Due to the global pandemic of coronavirus disease (COVID-19), the World Health Organization (WHO)
decided to hold the 73 World Health Assembly the first online meeting. The objectives of this study
were (1) to review the online assembly and Thailand delegation’s online participation, (2) to analyze the
advantages and challenges of online meeting and (3) to analyze the factors contributing to the success
of the Thai delegates. The methods of this qualitative study included reviews of relevant documents,
participant observations of the Thai delegates throughout the assembly meetings and opinions collection
from the Thai delegates. The results showed that the 73 World Health Assembly consisted of 3 sessions:
(1) virtual de minimis — the concise virtual meeting, (2) intersessional session and (3) resumed 73" World
Health Assembly; all these sessions were participated by the Thai delegates. The online meeting was
convenient as the delegates were able to connect to the meeting from anywhere with a good quality
internet network. However, there was a challenge in terms of time zone difference that Thai delegates
needed to attend the meeting at night and to continue their normal office hours. The factors contribut-
ing to the success of the Thai delegation were teamwork, systematic working process and adaptability
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of Thai delegates.
